020/26 Apologies – Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs. Masters, Optix, and Watkins. The Clerk also announced that he had received an email from Chris Galloway, resigning from the Council due to work commitments.
021/26 Declarations of Interest – Cllr Lethaby declared that as a District Councillor, the views he gives (and how he votes) at this meeting will not necessarily be the same as he does at a District Council meeting.

023/26 Minutes – The Minutes for the Council meeting held on Monday 11th May 2026 were approved and signed. 
024/26 Clerks Report – The report had been distributed prior to the meeting and was noted. The Council resolved to make the recommended payments from Earmarked Reserves.
025/26 County Cllr & District Cllr reports – Cllr. Davis (DCC) had sent her report, and it had been distributed to Councillors ahead of the meeting. She advertised the two vacancies on Exmoor National Park Authority and added that there will be a showing of “People’s Emergency Briefing” in Ilfracombe on a date yet to be confirmed.
Cllr Lethaby wished to emphasise a recent change to recycling collections as tetra pak and similar cartons can now be collected in the brown bag recycling service.
